SOLAR BLOOMINGTON BY THE NUMBERS 

Đ  Bloomington is definitely solar inspired this year, and our tour 

 sites for 2011 are up by 47% over last year - from 36 in 2010 to 53 in 

 2011!  

Đ  10 NEW photovoltaic sites  representing at least 45 Kw generating power 
added! 

Đ With these new sites Bloomington now has over 130 KW generating power  

Đ 5 NEW Solar thermal systems, 25 panels in all, including some popular local 
businesses. The 25 panels together can generate 1 million BTUs (or 293 
KwH) per day 

Đ Local jobs preserved and new careers launched by Bloomingtonõs solar 
resurgence, despite economic downturn 

Đ About 1.34 lbs of CO2 are offset by each Kwh produced by just these new 
PV and solar thermal solar systems with combined generation of at least 
109,250 Kwh 
Đ  Enough to power at least 10 homes for a year!  

Đ Potential CO2 savings for a year  - at least 73 tons - cleaner air for all of us!
